Animals and Colors
Do you know that some animals change color?

There are animals that change color to hide so other animals
can't see them. Animals hide when they are in danger or when
they hunt* for food. Sometimes animals change color to look
dangerous. They want other animals to be afraid of them and
run away.

Chameleons are animals that change color. Many
chameleons are green, but sometimes they change
color to hide. For example, when chameleons

are on a tree and they feel afraid, they change .
color to brown to look like the branches**. Some chameleon
