THE EDEN PROJECT

I If you want a fun and different educational experience, drive about 400 kilometers west of
London to the city of Plymouth. Then follow the signs until you arrive at the Eden Project. After
a short walk through the fields, you will suddenly see the two largest greenhouses! in the world.
Standing among beautiful trees and flowers, they contain over a million different plants?. Those in
one greenhouse come from rainforests, and those in the other — from the Mediterranean region.
The conditions in each greenhouse are carefully controlled to create an environment exactly like

the one that the plants came from.

I The Eden Project was started in the 1990s by businessman Tim Smit. Smit was worried that
most people are not aware of the consequences of damaging nature. For example, he felt they
don’t realize that cutting down trees in rainforests harms3 the animals living there, and also causes
changes in the world’s climate. He therefore decided to build an educational project where
visitors could see how wonderful nature is, and learn about ways to help protect it. The project, he

hoped, would be so exciting that it would attract* huge numbers of people.

III And indeed, the Eden Project has become extremely popular. Around 20 million visitors of
all ages have already walked through its greenhouses and participated in its educational programs.
Encouraged by this success, Smit has begun to plan Eden Projects in other parts of the world. One
will be built in China soon, and will deal with environmental problems connected to the use of
water. In addition, locations> for Eden Projects have already been chosen in Australia and New
Zealand.

IV Because they are so big and complex®, Eden Projects cost hundreds of millions of dollars
to build. Many governments and organizations are worried about having to make such a large
investment’. Smit, however, believes that they will not be sorry about spending the money. Visitors
to the Eden Project in England, he explains, have brought in so much money that the initial costs
were covered in less than ten years. Moreover, he says, educating millions of people about our

responsibility for the world around us has a value that cannot be measured8 in dollars.
