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*You have the right to be informed. This

means you have a right to be told and to know what
IS happening and to ask questions If you do not
understand.

* They have a right to be told what is happening to
the person suspected of breaking the law, who Is
also called the accused.
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You have the right to be heard and
to express views and concerns.

As children grow, they will have more
responsibility to make choices that affect
their lives.
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* You have the right to safety. This means
you have a right to feel secure and not be

harmed.
* Make sure that anyone who may harm the

child is forced to stay away from the child by
court papers called “restraining orders.”
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Some children need special help and protection
because of the way they have been harmed. This
might be so If children have been sexually
assaulted. Also, girls and boys may need different
things. Special help and protection should be
offered to these children.
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When a child is involved in the justice
process, nobody except people who the
child trusts has the right to know the child is
involved. Adults should keep the child’s

name private and not give any information
that would identify the child.
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You have the right to privacy. This
means you have a right to keep your
personal information to yourself. It
means other things too.
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* You have the right to reparation. This
eans you have a right to receive

compensation to help make up for being hurt,
to help you recover.

* They have a right to be told whether it is possible
to receive compensation to help recover from the
harm that was done, either from the person who has

broken the law or from the government, and when
this Is possible, how to receive It.
