They do not belong to the bear
family. Koalas, like kangaroos, belong to the
marsupial family.

Marsupials are animals that have a pouch, or pocket, where
they keep their babies. The baby koalas are called 'joeys'. They
live in their mother's pouch for six or seven months. When the
joeys are older, the mothers sometimes carry them on their
backs.
