A Machine*
That Changed

Bell's First Telephone

Alexander Graham Bell was born in 1847 in Scotland. His father and grandfather
were speech experts** and his mother was a piano teacher.

When Bell was 12 years old, his mother started to lose her hearing. Bell was
very worried and tried to find ways to help her. He read books about sounds

5 and was very interested in people who were deaf***. When he was only 16 he
even started teaching them.

Later, in the 1870s, Bell moved to the USA to study sounds and speech. Then
he had an idea to build a machine that sends sounds from place to place. Bell
did not build the machine for deaf people, but he was excited about helping
10 people from different places to talk to each other. Bell worked on the machine
for many years, and on March 10, 1876, he tried it for the first time. He used
the machine to call Thomas Watson, who worked with him from another office.
Bell said: "Mr. Watson, come here, I want to see you." Mr. Watson heard Bell
on the machine and came into Bell’s office. The machine worked! This was the
15 first telephone.

11 years later, more than 150,000 people in the USA had
a telephone. Since then, more and more people use
telephones. Today the telephone is an important part of
people's lives. It is hard to imagine life without it.
