Pupil Mediation™

1 Do you argue with your friends about the same things again

and again? If you answered "yes", mediation may help you.
Pupil mediation helps when pupils disagree with each other.
Julia Iness, principal of Kay Junior High School, believes that
mediation helps create a good feeling in her school. She says,
"Now that we use mediation to help pupils solve problems,
there is less violence in our school.”

How does mediation work? There are four stages in mediation.
In the first stage, pupils go into a room called "the mediation
room." There they meet their mediator™ who is also a pupil

in their school. The mediator explains that he or she is not a
judge and doesn't decide who is right or wrong. A mediator just
helps pupils listen and talk to each other.

In the second stage, the mediator asks the pupils if they really
want to solve their problem. If they do, the mediator explains
the rules:

e Pupils must talk nicely to each other.
e Pupils must listen to each other.
e Pupils must tell the truth.

If the pupils agree to these rules, they are ready to begin the
next stage.

In the third stage, each pupil explains what happened and how
he or she feels. Then the pupils look for possible solutions to
their problem. The mediator helps, but doesn't tell them what
to do. Finally, in the last stage, the pupils choose the best
solution.

Why is mediation important? In mediation, pupils take
responsibility for solving their own problems. They learn how to
talk, listen and understand each other. Mediation gives pupils

a way to find their own solutions to their problems. Next time
you have a problem with another pupil, mediation may be the
answer for you.
