Lower Order Thinking Skills (LOTS)

Literal Comprehension: Literal comprehension refers to an understanding of the explicit
meaning of a text. Questions that require literal comprehension include items that can be an-
swered directly from the text at the sentence level. They can be questions that require either
copying or rephrasing of information from the text.

Higher-Order Thinking Skills (HOTS)

Integration: Integration refers to an understanding of the explicit meaning of a text but also
requires accessing information from various parts of the text in order to answer a given ques-
tion. Questions that require integration include items that require thinking about how ideas
or information in the passage relate to each other as well as to an understanding of its main
idea and supporting details.

Inference: Inference refers to an understanding of the implicit meaning of a text. Questions
that require inference include items that involve combining the pupils’ literal understanding
of the text with their own knowledge and experiences in order to produce a response that is
not explicitly stated in the text. It also entails questions that require identification of a spe-
cific text type.

Introduction

Overview

The Hebrew acronym Meitzav (n>190 12 NN My »110) has been translated
into GEMS (Growth and Effective Measures of Schools). As reflected in the name,
GEMS consists of a battery of tests, of which the English test is only one component.
We suggest that when analyzing the results teachers take note of data collected
from the other components of GEMS, and integrate the information to provide a
more comprehensive picture of their school in terms of achievement in the core
subjects (Hebrew/Arabic, Mathematics, English, Science), school climate and
pedagogical environment.

The internal Meitzav English test covers two domains in the English curriculum —
Access to Information and Presentation. (The domain of Social Interaction is
assessed on a sample of schools.) The test was designed to assess the achievement
of some of the benchmarks (in particular, those benchmarks that can be assessed
through more traditional testing procedures). The test is divided in three parts due
to both logistic and pedagogical considerations. The first part is composed of two
listening texts (of graduated level of difficulty) designed to assess the benchmarks in
the domain of Access to Information from oral texts. The second part is composed of
two reading texts (of graduated level of difficulty) that are designed to assess the
benchmarks in the domain of Access to Information from written texts, as well as

one written task designed to assess benchmarks in the domain of Presentation. The
third part is composed of one reading task (most demanding) that is designed to
assess the benchmarks in the domain of Access to Information from written texts
and one written task (more demanding than the previous written task) designed to
assess benchmarks in the domain of Presentation.

The purpose of these guidelines is to provide teachers with a better understanding
of the aims of the Meitzav English test and the test content, as well as to enable
them to make use of the test results in their classroom teaching. Included in this
guide is a mapping of the test together with a detailed Answer Key for grading
student performance. It also presents analyzed samples of student performance,
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including common errors as well as pedagogical recommendations for classroom
teaching. This analysis may serve teachers in analyzing and interpreting the results of
their classes, in diagnosing students' strengths and weaknesses, as well as in allowing
comparison of performance against national norms.

Mapping of the English Meitzav Test

Introduction

The mapping of the test consists of the following: a) an overview of each of the tasks,
b) the text itself (where relevant), and c) item information relating to levels of
comprehension1 and levels of difficultyz, or a scoring rubric (where relevant).

For the tasks related to the domain of Access to Information from oral texts, the
overview includes the following: a) a description of the text (text type, topic,
linguistic aspects, length of texts), b) the transcript of the text and test items
(number and type), c) suggestions for administration and d) pedagogical
recommendations for classroom teaching.

For the tasks related to the domain of Access to Information from written texts, the
overview includes the following: a) a description of the text (text type, topic,
linguistic aspects, length of texts) and test items (number and type), b) suggestions
for administration and c) pedagogical recommendations for classroom teaching. For
the tasks related to the domain of Presentation a detailed scoring rubric is included
for each of the two tasks (Tasks 5 and 7).

! Levels of Comprehension:

Literal: Literal comprehension refers to an understanding of the explicit meaning of a text. Questions that require
literal comprehension include items that can be answered directly from the text at the sentence level. They can
be questions that require either copying or rephrasing of information from the text.

Integration: Integration also refers to an understanding of the explicit meaning of a text but also requires
accessing information from various parts of the text in order to answer a given question. Questions that require
integration include items that require thinking about how ideas or information in the passage relate to each
other as well as to an understanding of its main idea and supporting details.

Inference: Inference refers to an understanding of the implicit meaning of a text. Questions that require
inference include items that involve combining the students' literal understanding of the text with their own
knowledge and experiences in order to produce a response that is not explicitly stated in the text. It also entails
questions that require identification of a specific text type.

? Levels of Difficulty: The level of difficulty for each item is given on a scale of 1 to 4, where 1 represents a low
level of difficulty and 4 represents a high level of difficulty. The levels of difficulty were calculated based on
empirical data. The level of difficulty is established by calculating the percent of correct answers for a particular
item. For example, the low level of difficulty (1) means that 85%-100% of students answered correctly.

All the information is relevant to the topic, the message is clear and content is organized
according to the theme of how people celebrate birthdays. Vocabulary is appropriate.

Accuracy: 3
Sentence structure and subject-verb agreement are correct. Spelling, punctuation and
capitalization are mostly correct.

Insights from Performance:

The text provides evidence that the student has an understanding of what is required by the
task. The letter is addressed to general readers, as would be a posting on a web site
(evidence of an awareness of audience). The student makes generalizations about his/her
country (e.g. use of the words 'my country' and 'we') and writes in the simple present tense.
The student shows an awareness of the conventions of punctuation. There are only two
mistakes: the first word of a sentence is not capitalized and one word is misspelled. Notice
that in this text each sentence begins on a new line. This is a common mistake in student
writing and should be addressed in the classroom.

Although the information is relevant to the task, it relates to a specific birthday rather than
to a general description. Although the student exhibits awareness of audience, note that
his/her name is not given at the end. The message is mostly clear and organized
chronologically. The vocabulary is adequate.

Accuracy: 2

The text indicates a basic knowledge of word order, though the last sentence is a run-on
sentence that should have been written as separate sentences with the appropriate
punctuation. The text shows confusion and inconsistencies in the use of appropriate tenses.
There are numerous errors in spelling, punctuation and capitalization.

Insights from Performance:

The text suggests a preliminary understanding of purpose and audience and content is
presented accordingly. However, the text is not completely aligned to the task in that the
student writes about the specific events of a particular birthday. When working with
students on writing tasks, ensure that students understand the requirements of the task
(e.g. addressing generalizations versus specific instances) and how choice of verb tense
conveys intended meaning.

From the limited evidence available, there are errors in sentence structure, tense, spelling
and capitalization.

Insights from Performance:

Since performance is limited, it is difficult to suggest insights. A number of questions need to
be answered: a) Did the student understand the requirements of the task? b) Does the
student have sufficient language knowledge to convey his/her ideas? c) Is this specific
performance representative of the student's abilities in general? If the performance is
representative of the student's language knowledge, extensive work is required.

General pedagogical recommendations for the classroom related to Task 5 and

The third part of the test relates to both the domain of Access to Information from
written texts (Task 6) and the domain of Presentation (Task 7).

The domains have been staggered as it was
found, from previous years of Meitzav test administration, that if the two
presentation tasks (writing) follow the three Access to Information tasks (reading
comprehension) many students do not complete the writing tasks. By placing the
first writing task after two tasks that involve reading, it has been found that more
students produce a written product.

Considerations when designing the item:

The items in the table are designed to tap into the students' ability to transfer information.
The students need to first understand the hierarchy of the ideas in the text as they are
marked by explicit connectors of sequence/listing ('first', 'second’, 'finally'). The students
also need to understand that there is a question/answer template in each of the three main
sections of the table. In addition, it is necessary to first understand the conventions of the
table in the item and then to be able to transfer the appropriate ideas into their respective
place in the table. An analysis of each item in the table is presented separately below.

Analysis of students' performance:

Iltem 22a: Successful performance indicates that the student has understood that a
question is required, and has successfully accessed the information in the table that provides
the corresponding answer. The student has understood the organization of the text and has
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found the appropriate paragraph (paragraph 3), which is marked by the connector 'first'. In
addition, the student has been able to generalize the question that was asked based on the
answer given in the text, and has also used the topic sentence of the paragraph, which
states that the 'roller coaster is the most popular ride'. From here the student has induced
the question and formulated it in the interrogative form. Students who answered
incorrectly may not have understood the general idea of the paragraph, and/or may have
accessed the wrong part of the text, and/or may not have been able to formulate their
answer in the interrogative form.

Iltem 22b: Successful performance (on both 1 and 2) indicates that the student has
successfully accessed the information in the table that provides the question and requires
two answers. The student has understood the organization of the text and has found the
appropriate paragraph (paragraph 4), which is marked by the connector 'second'. In addition
the student has understood the embedded question in the first sentence of the paragraph
and that the corresponding answers are marked with forward reference ('two reasons:').
Finally, the student has been able to exploit the connector 'and', which marks addition.
Students who answered incorrectly may not have understood the general idea of the
paragraph, and/or may have accessed the wrong part of the text, and/or may not have been
able to find the two corresponding answers.

Iltem 22c: Successful performance (on 1, 2 and 3) indicates that the student has successfully
accessed the information in the table that provides the question and requires three answers.
The student has understood the organization of the text and has found the appropriate
paragraph (paragraph 5), which is marked by the connector 'finally'. In addition the student
has understood that the question in the table corresponds to the object of the complex
sentence that appears at the beginning of the paragraph. Furthermore, the student has
understood that three kinds of riders and their corresponding names will be subsequently
presented in the paragraph ("there are three kinds of riders and each kind has a name").
Moreover, the names of the different kinds of riders are presented in italics and capital
letters, signifying a proper name. The student may have recognized that the columns on the
graph refer to the three different kinds of riders and their names appear on the graph.

The use of short sentences and exclamation marks conveys
this excitement (despite the medium level of accuracy).

The writer does not address the task requirement of
suggesting a holiday for his/her friend. Even though the sentences are relatively
comprehensible there is no thought given to organization. There is no sense of an
integrative text (lack of coherent organization with each sentence on a separate line).

Mostly correct simple sentence structure, but structures are very limited and repetitive.
There are relatively few errors in spelling, but again, the sample is limited. There are errors
in prepositions. All sentences are capitalized and with the exception of one sentence, all end
in full stops.

The sample is limited as sentences are presented in a repetitive, 'safe' format, with little

integration of ideas.
