Introduction

Overview

The Hebrew acronym Meitzav (n>190 12 NN My »110) has been translated
into GEMS (Growth and Effective Measures of Schools). As reflected in the name,
GEMS consists of a battery of tests, of which the English test is only one component.
We suggest that when analyzing the results teachers take note of data collected
from the other components of GEMS, and integrate the information to provide a
more comprehensive picture of their school in terms of achievement in the core
subjects (Hebrew/Arabic, Mathematics, English, Science), school climate and
pedagogical environment.

The internal Meitzav English test covers two domains in the English curriculum —
Access to Information and Presentation. (The domain of Social Interaction is
assessed on a sample of schools.) The test was designed to assess the achievement
of some of the benchmarks (in particular, those benchmarks that can be assessed
through more traditional testing procedures). The test is divided in three parts due
to both logistic and pedagogical considerations. The first part is composed of two
listening texts (of graduated level of difficulty) designed to assess the benchmarks in
the domain of Access to Information from oral texts. The second part is composed of
two reading texts (of graduated level of difficulty) that are designed to assess the
benchmarks in the domain of Access to Information from written texts, as well as
one written task designed to assess benchmarks in the domain of Presentation. The
third part is composed of one reading task (most demanding) that is designed to
assess the benchmarks in the domain of Access to Information from written texts
and one written task (more demanding than the previous written task) designed to
assess benchmarks in the domain of Presentation.

The purpose of these guidelines is to provide teachers with a better understanding

of the aims of the Meitzav English test and the test content, as well as to enable
them to make use of the test results in their classroom teaching. Included in this
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guide is a mapping of the test together with a detailed Answer Key for grading
student performance. It also presents analyzed samples of student performance,
including common errors as well as pedagogical recommendations for classroom
teaching. This analysis may serve teachers in analyzing and interpreting the results of
their classes, in diagnosing students' strengths and weaknesses, as well as in allowing
comparison of performance against national norms.

Considerations when designing the item:

The topic and content are related to the students' knowledge and personal experience, and
it is assumed that the vocabulary items are familiar. All items are pictures and therefore do
not require any reading on the part of the students. The text is on the sentence level and
does not require extended integration of information. Extensive thought was put into the
pictures in this task as their clarity and the meaning they convey should be in exact
alignment with the listening text. In designing the distracters for each set the main
consideration was that the information presented in the picture comes out of the text, but
does not completely match what was said (e.g. the teacher tells them to put their hands up
and the distracter is students putting their hands on their heads). Students who have not
understood the main idea of the sentence, but have rather picked up only a number of
words, would tend to choose the distracter.

Analysis of students' performance:

Successful performance indicates that the student is able to listen to a sentence and
understand the main idea expressed in that sentence. By matching the content of the
sentence to the most suitable picture (a visual representation of the content of the
sentence) the student has provided evidence of understanding the idea expressed in the
sentence.
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General pedagogical recommendations for the classroom related to Task 1 and
based on items 1.1-1.5

A. Classroom activities at the pre-foundation stage are characterized by
extensive work on oral/aural skills. If you believe that students have not had
enough opportunity to work on these skills, it is highly recommended that
you spend a significant amount of time on them. Effective oral/aural work
lays an essential foundation for continued language acquisition, as well as for
reading and writing.

B. Have your students practice their listening skills by using a variety of oral
texts of differing lengths and levels of difficulty. Easier listening texts are on
the sentence level. Speakers may have different accents and different
intonation.

When reading an interview students need to be able to identify and extract various details
and specific information. In this case the student must understand that 'your' in the text
refers to Mr. Mandel's. Furthermore the inverted commas indicate the name.

Analysis of students' performance:

Successful performance indicates that the student has located the necessary information.
Students who answered incorrectly may not have understood the question. The students
may have understood the question but have not been able to locate the information, either
not being able to transfer the 'your' to 'Mr. Mandel's' or not understanding the role of

inverted commas.

Considerations when designing the item:

Students are required to integrate the information that is given in two different sentences.
Because the question is not asked explicitly in the interrogative (e.g. Where does Rajan's
uncle live?) but rather is presented as a compound sentence completion of a parallel
structure, students must understand that the answer must be parallel to 'a village' (i.e. they
need to understand that they are asked about the place).

Analysis of students' performance:

Successful performance indicates that the student has located the necessary information,
has understood and integrated it and has understood the parallelism. Students who
answered incorrectly may not have understood the parallelism in the question (i.e. that a
place is required). The students may have understood the question but have not been able
to integrate the necessary information. For example, if a student answers 'school’, 'high
school', or 'India' s/he may have understood that a 'place' was the answer but has not
understood the context of the text.

not been able to identify the cause-effect relationship in the text.

Successful performance indicates that the student has understood the contrast in the
guestion and in the text. Students who answered incorrectly may not have understood the
question (i.e. have not understood that they are required to identify the contrast). There
may be a problem in understanding that 'he/his' refers to 'Rajan'. The students may have
understood the question but have not been able to identify the contrast stated in the text
and to successfully retrieve the referent of 'he/his', i.e. 'Rajan’.

Students need to make an inference based on direct information from the text. Students
must understand that the question appearing at the end of the text 'What happens to Rajan’
is parallel to asking 'What happens at the end of the book?' They have to understand that
when Mr. Mandel says 'read the book to find out' that is parallel to not knowing the end.

Analysis of students' performance:

Successful performance indicates that the student has made the correct inference based on

the information given in the text. Students who answered incorrectly may not have

understood the question. There may also be a problem in understanding the parallelism
between the text and the question. Furthermore the students may not have been able to

make the inference based on the given information in the text.
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General pedagogical recommendations for classroom teaching related to Task 6
and based on item 13-18
A. Have your students practice their reading skills by using a variety of texts of
differing lengths and levels of difficulty. Pay particular attention to working
with texts that contain at least 95% of familiar vocabulary. Encourage
students to read a text more than once. In addition, encourage students to
read both independently and extensively, in that the more you read the
better reader you become. To create the necessary conditions for
independent/extensive reading, it is important that schools have a library
with English books at a variety of English levels and on a variety of topics.
Furthermore, teachers should allow class time for students to pursue
independent reading and have discussions about what students have read.

Insights from Performance:

The sentences are relevant to the task (perhaps with the exception of sentence 5), and all
are comprehensible. The student demonstrates a basic understanding of sentence structure
in simple sentences. The verb 'to be' is missing, but this does not detract from the
comprehensibility of the sentence. (The use of the verb 'to be' as an independent verb in
the present tense cannot be assumed to have been internalized at this stage of language
acquisition, mainly because of native language interference. Similarly, native language
interference could delay the acquisition of the indefinite article.) The student has
demonstrated an understanding of the use of capital letters and full stops. High-frequency
vocabulary is spelled correctly.

Insights from Performance:

Most of the sentences are relevant but incorrect spelling detracts from the
comprehensibility of some of the sentences. The student demonstrates a basic
understanding of sentence structure in simple sentences. As in the previous exemplar, the
verb 'to be' is missing, but this does not detract from the comprehensibility of the sentence.
The student has demonstrated an understanding of the use of capital letters but has not
used the full stop in any of the sentences. Interestingly, the student has demonstrated an

understanding of the use of relevant prepositions.

General pedagogical recommendations for classroom teaching related to Task 7
and based on item 19
A. Have your students practice their writing skills by using a variety of tasks

(differing in context, purpose, audience and/or text type). Pay particular

attention to working with tasks that are based on familiar topics and elicit

previously-acquired vocabulary. The more students are asked to write, the

more their writing improves. More than one draft is required to produce a

high-quality piece of writing. Effective feedback on a written product

contributes to writing ability.
B. Skills to work on with your students:

e sentence structure (including simple and compound sentences)

e basic writing conventions (e.g. capital letters, punctuation)

e spelling conventions

C. Items and questions to practice with your students:

e Most writing tasks are open-ended but they differ in the degree to which
they provide a set context/purpose/audience. Students should practice
their writing using a variety of writing tasks.

e When working on writing it is critical to provide constructive feedback,
paying attention not only to surface errors (e.g. spelling, grammar) but
also to other features of a written text (content, use of vocabulary,
organization of ideas, coherence, content, etc.).
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
