DISCOVERING ISRAEL

In the past, hikers usually slept outside. But now,

many of them are happy to benefit from the hospitality - Yalb
of trail angels. There are hundreds of these angels Wikimedia Commons
who provide different services for free. Some offer just their backyard where
hikers can put up a tent, but most offer a clean bed, hot showers and the use of
the kitchen.

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years they have hosted a large number of hikers and their experience has been
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generally positive. "Most of them are lovely young people, and it's a real pleasure
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to meet them," Ruthie says.
