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enjoy the game most when it's part of an
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exciting story. It can take place in different imaginary locations. For example, players may have

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with hidden doors or secret passages," says Johnny Warren, head of Escape Rooms Chicago.
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"When someone asks you what you did during the weekend you can proudly say, 'I was locked in

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Escape rooms are also used by companies to teach their employees to work together. However,
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20 Gary Hall, a psychology professor, says, "There is no proof yet that escape rooms help improve
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teamwork in companies. We are not even sure that the way people work together in escape rooms
